NOTE: Bloom dates shown are average flowering dates (half-
open flowers) for Eastern and Midwestern regions and represent the 
time when flowers are at Stage 3 (see photo on facing page). Actual 
bloom dates will vary by geographic area. Since dates are relative to 
each other, growers can sequence the varieties for production.

Use the “Black cloth response” column to put together a Summer 
black cloth program. 

Need a substitute for a natural season program? Select a variety with 
a similar bloom date. For example, if you need a substitute for Starburst 
White, Celestial White works well because it is also a white decorative 
and blooms two days later. 

Need a substitute for a Summer black cloth program? Select a 
variety with a similar “Black cloth response” number. For example, 
if you need an option for Grandeur Red, both Red Hots and Stellar 
Red will work well since they are both red decoratives with a 7-week 
response time. When working with black cloth crops, please be sure 
the variety is suitable for use. Refer to variety copy in the 2014-2015 
Ball Garden Mum Catalog.

The plant on the right 
gives you a visual of what “flower date” represents. The flowers are 
fresh – not too open, not too tight, approximately at the 50% open 
stage of development. If you are a wholesale grower, you likely ship 
around Stage 1, represented by the plant on the left. These plants are 
“shippable” approximately 7 to 10 days prior to our “flower date.”
